Port-Royal National Historic Site

Surrounded by panoramic views, let your imagination soar as you walk along the
shore of the Annapolis Basin, and gaze at the same horizon that the Mi’kmaqg
experienced for thousands of years. Dive into the early 17" century by exploring
a reconstruction of the “Habitation”, an enclosed wooden compound. Discover
how Samuel de Champlain helped establish one of the earliest European
settlements in North America in 1605.

Cape Breton Highlands National Park

Travel along the world-famous Cabot Trail. Head out for a
hike on one of our 26 hiking trails such as the Acadian Trail,
Le Buttereau, or Vieux chemin du Cap-Rouge that are just
North of the bustling Acadian community of Chéticamp.
Marvel at the beauty of the Acadian Forest as you wander
through sugar maple, yellow birch, American beech, balsam
fir and eastern hemlock. Spend a day at the beach, learn how
to lobster boil, witness a breathtaking sunset over the Atlantic
Ocean, or listen to stories of Mi’kmaw culture.

Fort Anne National Historic Site

Overlooking the birthplace of the Acadian culture, Fort Anne is

the first administered national historic site in Canada and is a
present-day reminder of a time when cultures came together, in
friendship and in battle, and defined the future of North America.
Dive into the 17" and 18" centuries when a succession of
Scottish, French, and English settlers clashed over this prize

on the banks of Nova Scotia’s Annapolis River, often drawing

the Mi’kmagq into their conflict. Today, visitors can walk

the earthen walls, explore the 1797 Officers’ Quarters -
Museum and soak up thousands of
years of Canadian history.

Fortress of Louisbourg
National Historic Site

In the 18" century, Acadians were a great
part of Louisbourg’s cosmopolitan society.
As servants, fishermen, artisans, merchants,
and members of the elite, they played an
active role in the bustling fishing centre.
Some of the first Acadians to arrive in
Louisbourg were women who had married French officers from the
Compagnies Franches de la Marine, originally stationed in Acadia. e
Louisbourg is also the birthplace of Jeanne Dugas, person of
national historic significance. Today, the Fortress of Louisbourg
is the largest historical reconstruction in North America,
offering a wealth of experiences for visitors to enjoy.
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Beaubassin - Fort Lawrence
National Historic Site

Beaubassin is located in the heart of Siknikt, one
of the seven traditional Mi’kmaw districts. There
was an important Mi’lkmaw community here when
Acadians from Port Royal came in the 1670’s to
trade and to farm. By the mid-18™ century, there
was a large and prosperous village at Beaubassin
(beautiful harbour) including a Catholic church and
a mission for the Mi’kmag. As of 1750 there were
1400 Acadians living in the village of Beaubassin
and the surrounding communities.
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Grand-Pré National Historic Site

- Located in the heart of the Landscape of Grand-Pré UNESCO World
Heritage Site, in Nova Scotia’s picturesque Annapolis Valley, Grand-Pré
National Historic Site was once a thriving Acadian settlement. Today, it is

the most significant memorial to the Great Upheaval and the resilience of the
Acadian people. While visiting the site, reveal Grand-Pré’s hidden stories on
a guided tour, participate in culinary and artistic programs, immerse yourself
in captivating presentations and exhibits, or explore the landscape on the new
Harvest Moon Trailway. Majestic willow trees and old Victorian gardens will offer
you a perfect place to picnic.
