Gros Morne
National Park is located on the west coast of the island of Newfoundland, 40 km north
of Deer Lake Regional Airport and 300km from ferry terminal in Port aux Basques . The
island is accessible by scheduled airline services that connect wh most major centres in
North America and northern Europe. Car and bus access is via theMarine Atlantic ferry
service from Nova Scotia.

3. Stroll through Strata: Green Point

Walk through 15 million years of Earth history in less than one kilometer. Each layer of
rock at Green Point is like a page in a booki unfolding pieces of the story of our planet.
Formed at the bottom of an ancient ocean and pushed up through continental collision,
the layers of shale at Green Point reveal fossils that are evidence of life from millions of
years ago. A guided walk of this spectacular sequence of vertically layeredacks along
the coast will reveal why Green Point is a world-famous reference point for geological
time.

4. Search for the series of sculptures that celebrate the Aboriginal heritage of this
remarkable place.
